Young Musicians are invited to compete in our 
Concerto - Solo with Orchestra competition.

Cowichan Consort  is  a  community  orchestra  consisting  of  approximately  45 
professional  and  amateur  musicians  from  the  greater  Cowichan  area.  The 
orchestra  performs  music  from  the  standard  orchestral  repertoire  and 
favourites from other genres to appreciative audiences in the Duncan region. 
Rehearsals take place in Mill Bay and performances take place in Duncan .

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:

1. To be eligible you must be under the age of 26. Candidates who reside or have their permanent 
residency in the Cowichan Valley will be given preference.

2. Members and former members of Cowichan Consort are eligible to enter if they are under the 
age of 26.

3. The competition is open to all instrumental concerti and works for voice and orchestra, which 
may include opera arias, concert arias, or concert repertoire.

4. The orchestral score must be available for rental or public domain.
5. The jury will consist of at least two adjudicators. The jury has the right to decline any piece that 

is not suitable for the orchestra. If this occurs, the soloist will be notified soon afterwards and 
will be eligible to choose another piece for the competition. All decisions made by the jury are 
final and without appeal. The jury reserves the right not to award a winner or divide the result 
into a junior and a senior student winners.

6. The contestant will play a portion of the work at the discretion of the jury. Each contestant will 
provide his or her own accompanist for the competition. Maximum time allotted for each 
contestant is 20 minutes.

7. The winner will be awarded a cash prize of $200. The winner, at the Musical Director’s 
discretion, may be asked to perform the piece with the Cowichan Consort during the 2011-2012 
season. The soloist will be required to attend at least three rehearsals leading up to the concert.

8. Previous winners are not eligible to enter this competition.
